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Part 3:  Requirements Specification

You are now ready to complete the major phase of Analysis: The Requirements Specification. The next phases connect into the Design phase. You should have five major parts to your document: introduction, information description, functional description, behavioral description, validation and criteria. You do not have to organize your paper by these sections, but you should try to address important issues from these categories, which pertain to your system.

· Introduction – similar but more complete content as in system specification, including system description, project constraints, goals and objectives.

· Information Description – describe system interfaces, system data content. Also describe data and control flow through the system.

· Functional Description – functional partitioning, functional description, and control description.
· Behavioral Description – describe and diagram system states, events, and actions.

· Validation – describe how you will determine successful implementation. detail performance bounds, test classes, and expected response.
