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Part 6:  Implementation and Project Demonstration

This is the final part of your semester-long project. All updated versions of your previous proposal, specification, requirements, analysis and design work are to be included in the final submission. In addition, you will add  all code developed as part of this project and a users manual is highly recommended. 

The most important parts of this are the software configuration (SC) and the project demonstration. The SC should include all program data, all source and executable versions of the developed code, and all documents from proposal through  testing. 

The grade for the project for each student will be comprised by the following factors:

1. Overall Project Demonstration – the project will be evaluated to determine if it has been implemented as proposed and designed in the preceding weeks. The quality and performance considerations will be important in this assessment. The software configuration will be evaluated on its completeness, its evolution through the various development phases, and the ability of the system to meet its goals.

2. Student contribution to the project  - The depth component: each student will in an oral examination discuss his or her contributions to the project. The quality of these contributions and the student’s knowledge of the technology involved will be evaluated.

3.
Student knowledge of the project – The breadth component: each student will demonstrate their level of knowledge of the entire system, with a focus on the elements which he or she did not directly develop. General knowledge of the systems interfaces and technology with which the student was not directly involved will be evaluated.

4. Each student will receive an oral examination of the general material of the SWE class. The questions may be from any class readings, lectures, expected practical experience in the course.
