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In this assignment, you are to simply make a program out of  the two modules already written for you.  The program simply reads an integer into two data objects, and then displays their values. In MS VC++, you will create a new project (console application) , and then add into it three files, two .cpp files and one .h file. You will then compile each .cpp file. Then, you will build the executable (.exe) program. This should link the modules. When that is successful, you will run the program. You should hand in the three source C++ files, as well as the program output, as shown on the class handout. Be sure to add the required documentation using the C++  //  comment style.
