1. Implementing the CGI program in the CGI handout

2. Wring a similar CGI program with some modifications

Part I

You will follow the Handout.CGI Program.doc document on my web page. Your job is to get the program to run on your web site. All of you have a UB UNIX account, and the CGI program will be implemented there.

To run an already finished CGI program try in on my site. It is actually running. Go to the following URL:

The handout describes in detail how this works. 

After you get this to run on your site, make a hard copy with several pages of output, and mail me a paper copy.

Part II

You will create a 2nd CGI program with the following difference. 

If you enter a Name and ID Number it will work the same way. BUT if you enter only an ID Number, the program will go the file, and search for the ID Number. If it finds it the CGI program will reply with the Name that matches the ID Number. If it is not in the file, the CGI program will reply that the ID Number does not exist.

Because of the limit of 5MB of your UNIX account, you will need to delete the 1st CGI program before writing the 2nd CGI program. When you are done with the 2nd part. You will mail me the hard copy of it, and send me an email with YOUR URL, so that I can run your CGI program.
