Part I - Initial Enterprise Description

The purpose of part I of this project is to make a initial attempt to identify a database application to be developed as a project in the course. You are to propose a system and identify the enterprise in which the system is to be developed. Your proposal is not a technical paper, and it should not include any details with respect to feasibility, analysis, design, architecture, and technology aspects. No reference should be made to a database model (i.e. Relational, Object) or any particular software solution to be employed. Rather, it is a qualitative probe with an aim to identify a suitable enterprise and the work and data flow in the enterprise, which would be a excellent choice for a database system solution. 

Your finished product will include the following:

1 Motivation describing why a database solution would be useful, including non-technical descriptions of the enterprise data and work flows.

2 A walk-through of several scenarios which the database system would address

3 A set of possible Use Cases (high level) which define the system use. Please refer to the internet and UML (Unified Modeling Language) use case descriptions.

4 A 10-minute presentation by the group members, including a PowerPoint presentation.

The deliverables in this part include a 3-5 page paper describing the above-mentioned points (1-3). Your group should have at least two presenters.

Note:

This is a preliminary proposal and will be refined throughout the semester, before analysis, design and implementation phases are commenced. There will not be any references to functional dependencies, tables, coding, or design.
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
