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The purpose of part II is to put together the initial analysis and design of the proposed database system. You are to submit two parts:

1. A DFD section

This section should include a Context DFD to demonstrate the high level view of the data and entities in your system.

The section should include a Diagram 0, which gives a more detailed view to all the top level processing elements and basic data stores.

All  processing elements should be expanded into DFD level  2. You should have a few level 3 DFDs. Use  the DFD to shown the breakdown of the processing modules into its sub-components.

PSPEC diagrams should be included for all processes identified. The content of the process specification may include narrative text, a program design language description of the process algorithm, mathematical equations, tables, diagrams, or charts.

2. An ERD UML section

This section should have an ERD UML diagram to show the system entities and the relationships among them. Try to identify all the key system entities along with their attributes, as you perceive them at this early stage of design.

You should clearly define the multiplicity, strong and weak entities and the relations. 

You need to include semantic nets for all relationship types

Use UML notation as defined in class.
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
