Get Tomcat Web Server

Download Tomcat from http://tomcat.apache.org/
Go to Download Tomcat 5.x
Choose ZIP version 5.5.16

Open with winzip

Extract to c:\TEST folder

The base folder on c:\TEST should be apache-tomcat-5.5.16

Drag this folder to the root.

Now Tomcat is loaded off the root directory

Get Java 1.5 SDK (JDK)

Download Java 5 (JDK 1.5) from http://java.sun.com/
Go to Products and Technologies J2SE (Core Desktop)

Go To Get Java SE   http://java.sun.com/javase/downloads/index.html
Go to J2SE 5.0   http://java.sun.com/j2se/1.5.0/download.jsp
Go to Download JDK 5.0 Update 6  (You do not need the one with Netbeans)

Download the file and install Java to your machine

Set two Environment Variables
Go to Control Panel -> System -> Advanced -> Environment Variables 

Set CATALINA_HOME to    c:\apache-tomcat-5.5.16   (or as appropriate)

Set JAVA_HOME to c:\program files\java\jdk1.5.0_05  (or as appropriate)

You should be able to run Tomcat by executing startup.bat file from the CATALINA_HOME\bin directory

Test by typing the following URL in your browser after starting Tomcat

http://localhost:8080

CATALINA_HOME\webbapps

To create a Hotel app, you create a Hotel folder

CATALINA_HOME\webbapps\Hotel

Under Hotel create a WEB-INF folder

Under WEB-INF create a classes folder

Remember *.java files go the classes folder, all others can go the Hotel (app) folder

Compile the Java Bean Files

You need to compile the java files in the classes folder.

Put the JAVA_HOME\bin directory on the system PATH

Place the *.java files you want in the classes folder

Execute 

javac –d . *.java

In the classes folder

Run the App

You can use the files in the jar file to create the same application as we did in class.

Database Connectivity

The DBBeanJSP and ResultSetBean beans will help you with database connectivity. They will immediately connect to SQL Server and MS Access databases. Other databases require different drivers, for example Oracle or My SQL.

If you need to register a local database with OBDC in Windows go to 

Control Panel -> Administrative Tools -> Data Sources (ODBC) and choose the System DSN tab.

Select Add, and then select the appropriate driver, such as Microsoft Access Driver (*.mdb) or SQL Server. Follow instructions to configure the database source.
