Guideline for the Reading Assignment


There is no specific format for the reading assignment that students should follow. Students don’t need to follow the order or the format of the paper assigned.  The grades are assigned based on the contents of the reading assignment.

The following is the brief guideline that might be considered for the grading.


1. Understanding of the paper

Students must understand the main topic and the basic principles of the paper and those concepts must be described in the reading assignment. Students don’t need to describe the detail equations used in the paper. 

Examples:

· Clear statement of problem or project of the paper

· Weakness of the previous works or researches

· Main idea and cardinal principles, techniques used in the paper

· Contribution and/or the novel technique of the paper, etc.
 

2. How effectively the reading assignment is organized

There is an advantage for the grading, if the reading assignment is organized well and understood easily.


Suggestions:

· Length of paper (at least 2 pages)

· Using proper sub-titles and/or paragraphs

3. Opinion / suggestion / Criticism of student

If any critical opinions (such as advantage, disadvantage, suggestion, etc.) are included in the reading assignment, students can get some extra points to encourage students to improve their research ability. There is no correct answer. Students can give their own opinions or suggestions based on the knowledge of the computer science. 

Examples:

· Strength and weakness of the paper

· Comparison with other papers.

· Suggestion (theoretical part and/or experimental part) to improve the paper, etc.

Meaningless:

· This kind of statements
"The view of mine is (I think, My opinion is, etc.) that this paper is 
excellent."

· Copy of the conclusion of the paper assigned
4. Submission
